REGISTRATION

> A registration form must be signed by a parent or guardian

and received for each student before they will be allowed to f
participate in a class or lesson. Each family member should use a
separate registration form.

» The deadline for canceling a registration and receiving a refund is
the first day of the semester (September 8th). If a student desires to add a
class or transfer to another class mid-semester, please contact the

office. All other withdrawals, please call the office.

PAYMENT

> A tuition deposit of no less than 50% of class tuition plus registra-
tion fee is due by September 6th. Remaining balance is due no later
than October 25th.

> We accept checks and money orders for payment. Please make
payable to PA Academy of the Arts.

» Payment must accompany registration. We will not hold a spot for
a student until a deposit and complete registration form is received.
» Tuition is payable in advance and is non-refundable. By register-
ing for a class, you commit to the whole semester and will be held
responsible for the full amount of tuition, regardless of attendance.
» Registrations will not be taken until accounts are settled.

» Returned checks and late balances more than 30 days past due are

each subject to a $25.00 fee.

CREDIT POLICY

> In case of accident, injury or long-term illness, a medical credit
may be extended for future classes. Requests must be made in writ-
ing, be accompanied by a physician’s note and will be considered
only from the date which they are reported to the PAA office (not

the teacher). Subject to an administration fee.

PLACEMENT

> Levels for returning students are available by calling the office. All
new students without experience should enroll in an age-appropriate
beginning class. All ages are as of September Ist.

» Students coming from other schools may arrange an evaluation.
Trial classes are billed at the single class rate. Please schedule your class

with the office or call to speak with the Director.
